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}Sample was used from several sources: 
üEmails were sent by the MLCS to their email list of 

residents. 

üA database of telephone numbers was generated using a 
2007 research survey that started with all possible 660 -
4 and 660 - 5 phone numbers and screened out the Out 
of Service phone numbers.  This was updated using the 
2008 telephone book listings.  

üSurveys were also made available at the dump and at 
MLCS events during the field window

üPosters in the community also informed residents to 
phone or email if they had not yet been contacted.  

ü2 adults per household were permitted to complete the 
survey, however this only occurred 8 times



}Data Collection began on August 16 and 
concluded on September 4, 2008.

} In Marsh Lake there are a total number of 437 
residential lots, although not all are inhabited full 
or part time and 31 of those are double lots with 
one owner.  Therefore, there are 406 Households 
in Marsh Lake. 

}Of those, the database has 349 phone numbers, 
of which all were attempted at least twice. 

}Email reminders were sent to the email addresses 
maintained by the Society, three times.



}In total, only 27 of the residents contacted 
refused to complete the survey. 

}205 were not able to be reached by phone 
(although some of those may have received 
the email)

}129 residents completed the survey, 
representing 121 households. 

}This is 30% of the households.

}The margin of error is equal to +/ - 7.5
